• .A small amount of hardware will be purchased to test out in some of the vehicles. 

This will help also gathering initial benchmark measuring data on technician 's route, 
including driving route information. 

• Quality control and customer satisfaction can be tracked through Trattoria. This can 
start at the level of the Public Information and Outreach Program level. An example 
is having a short survey for people to fill out during an event such as the County 
Fair. There was a suggestion to obtain feedback from serviced customer's and ask 
were they satisfied with the technician 's/District's service(s). 

• Mr. Eng's viewpoint is that the real value of Trattoria will be to push information 
resources to the technicians, so that they can do their job better.
